In accordance with Section 27 of Act no. 505/1990 Coll., on metrology, as amended by Act no. 119/2000 Coll. and Act no. 137/2002 Coll., the Ministry of Industry and Trade establishes the following: 

Article I
Regulation no. 345/2002 Coll., establishing measurement devices for mandatory validation and measurement devices subject to type approval, as amended by Regulation no. 65/2006 Coll. and Regulation no. 259/2007 Coll., shall be amended as follows:
1. Letter b) in Annex Item 2.1.3 including the annotation below line no. 3 shall read:
‘b) scales class 0.5; 1 and 2 for weighing motorway vehicles while in motion     1 year 
     for determining penalties, fines, tariffs and taxes;  

     for low-speed inspection weighing pursuant to separate
     legislation3);
     for weighing sand, natural aggregates, solid municipal
     waste, recycled materials, construction debris, mineral
     and quarry materials and weighing mortar and concrete at their manufacturers
     and transporters

3) Such as Act no. 13/1997 Sb., on land routes, as amended.’.
2. A new Letter c) shall be inserted behind Letter b) in Item no. 2.1.3 in the Annex. It shall read:
‘c) scales for high-speed inspection weighing of motorway vehicles           1 year                 while in motion pursuant to separate legislation3) with a relative
 measurement error of less than or equal to (5 % for the total weight of the vehicle
 and (11 % for axle load’.
The previous Letters c) and d) shall be designated Letters d) and e).
3. Item 2.4.2 in the Annex shall be omitted.
Article II
Entry into legal effect
This Regulation shall enter into legal effect on 1 January 2011, with the exception of Item 3, which shall enter into legal effect on the day of its promulgation.
